STANDARDS FOR FARM BUREAU 4-H SCHOLARSHIP APPLICANTS

1) Applicant shall be a senior in high school.
2) Applicant shall be an active 4-H member in El Dorado County.
3) Applicant shall have grades good enough for college entrance. (Entrance in Junior

College NOT acceptable if it is to make up grades.)

4) Applicant majoring in home economics or agriculture shall be given preference;
however, other fields will be considered.

5) Applicant shall present an original story on "What 4-H Means to Me".

6) Applicant shall show leadership and achievement in 4-H as evidenced by Junior
Leadership or by Club participation.

7) No preference as to gender, race, or creed shall be shown.

8) The scholarship award shall be given upon receipt from the registrar of an
approved college, or evidence of applicants' registration.

9) In case a senior 4-H member has kept up active project participation or leadership
until his senior year, his active participation in Junior Leadership projects shall be
accepted in lieu of other project participation. This shall be evaluated from his/her
4-H Record Book.

10) This application must be turned into the UCCE office by March 31, 5:00
